Proposal #1: Pre-General Assembly Community Building and
Learning Goal

To provide virtual spaces and opportunities for commissioners and advisory
delegates to develop relationships, build trust with each other, and deepen
understanding of items before the assembly.

Proposal for Action
Create a general online educational space for specific items of business
and general GA issues, with full access for commissioners and advisory
delegates and view-only access for other registered GA participants
(including observers), and a community-building space with access only
for commissioners and advisory delegates. The Co-Moderators would be
asked to appoint an additional set of assembly committee leadership
with experience in online spaces to assist other assembly committee
leaders in moderating conversations and inviting resource persons
appointed in accordance with Standing Rule B.5.d. to participate in
conversations as appropriate.

Implementation Notes
Specific areas for these online spaces will be outlined by assembly
committee leadership in consultation with OGA, PMA, and other
national agencies, along with other resource persons, as part of their
work in Leader Briefing 1. These spaces might include:

Education surrounding particular items of business
Virtual Live Panels/Round Tables
Recorded Video Presentations
Pre-Recorded Q&As with submitted questions from
commissioners and advisory delegates

General Education about denominational issues
“‘“AMAs” with agency heads
“Meet the Staff’ - staff members have recorded videos
talking about who they are and what they do
(various agencies).
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Community “bulletin board” space
Include space for asking clarifications/seeking more
information about items of businessisy:

Proposal #2: Commissioner Resolutions

Goal

To continue to provide opportunities for commissioners to bring emergent and
timely items of business before the assembly.

Proposal for Action
Create an area within the online community-building space to allow for
the development and signing of Commissioner Resolutions in
accordance with Standing Rule A.6., opening thirty days before
Plenary 1 and closing at the deadline set on the GA Docket for the
submission of Commissioners Resolutions.

Proposal #3: Public Hearings

Goal

To increase access and accessibility for interested parties to speak to items of
business and clarify the procedures for public hearings under Standing Rule
E.5. in a hybrid in-person/online setting.

Proposal for Action

Registered GA participants may record a statement on an item of
business before the Assembly (other than a Commissioners Resolution)
no later than thirty days prior to Plenary 1 or ten days after translations
have been made available in English, Spanish, and Korean (whichever
is later). The time limit for these statements will be set by committee
leadership at Leader Briefing 1. Public hearing statements on
Commissioners Resolutions will open at 8:00 A.M. EDT on the day
following referral of the item to an assembly committee by the Assembly
Committee on Bills and Overtures and close twenty-four hours later.
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Statements will be compiled and made available to commissioners and
advisory delegates outside of the committee’s in-person meeting time.
OGA will establish appropriate guidelines for these recordings and
provide for technical support for those needing assistance submitting
their comments.

Note: This process applies only to speakers for public hearings under
Standing Rule E.5. The working group is continuing its consultation with
potentially-affected entities regarding recordings for first presentations by
originators items of business (including overture advocates) and hopes to
make a recommendation for these processes in May.
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
