Assurance of Pardon (Isaiah 12:3-4)
With joy, let us draw water from the springs of salvation. Give thanks to 
the Lord! Call on God’s name.

Prayer for illumination 
Open us, Holy One, to your Word and your way. Clear our minds of 
holiday distractions and busy tasks. Fill our hearts with the humility we 
need to hear and receive the message you intend for us today. Amen.

In your mercy, Communal God, hear our prayers for our friends and family 
members; for those who are sick and their caregivers; for those who are 
grieving and missing loved ones during the holidays; for those who are 
distracted and frazzled; for those who cannot hear the whisper of your 
angels’ wings amidst the busy chaos of their lives.

May our faith build bridges of welcome to all who are wandering this 
Advent.
