Call to worship (based on Luke 21:25-28)
Christ is coming!
We see the signs!
Christ is coming!
We will be ready!
Christ is coming! Raise your heads because your redemption is drawing 
near!
Praise be to God! We will worship and prepare.

Call to confession
Preparing for Christ’s coming requires honest examination of our lives 
and our hearts. Let us turn to God in prayer to confess our sins. 

Prayer of confession
Prince of Peace, the wars and rumors of wars betray our addiction 
to violence, our destructive and dehumanizing ways. We deserve 
your judgement and condemnation. Yet, you remain faithful, a stead-
fast source of peace in the midst of our warring madness. Holy God, 
turn us from evil. Return us to Christ and his path of peace. Forgive 
us our sins as we forgive those who sin against us. Amen.

Assurance of pardon (2 Corinthians 5:17; Book of Common Wor-
ship)

“Anyone who is in Christ is a new creation. The old life has gone; a new 
life has begun.”
Know that you are forgiven and be at peace. Amen.

Savior God, guide us by your word and Spirit, that we might hear your 
truth, heed your call and be prepared for Christ’s coming this Christmas.

As we contemplate the vulnerability of Christ, born a fragile in-
fant in a violent world, let us drop our facades and the masks of strength 
we hide behind. May this season of Advent prepare us to celebrate the 
strength that can be found in weakness and the power held in humility 
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and love. 

God of our salvation, hear our prayers.

As your people gather in homes and churches to celebrate this season, 
let us be reminded of all the reasons we have to rejoice in you. Let us be 
reminded of your protective presence, of your gentleness and love, of 
your peace which passes all understanding. Guard our hearts and minds 
this Advent, Savior God, so we can rejoice over your faithfulness through 
Jesus Christ our Lord.
